2. Press them again at the same time and successively to 

choose among the different units. See the table below.  
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POWER OFF 

Press and keep the power button     maintained for 3 seconds.  

NOTE: If no button is pressed after approximately 35 seconds, the display turns off.

A. CORD MODE  
 

a) Operation 

After selecting the icon , before any measurement, please make sure that the         symbol          
, corresponding to the start mark of the measure,  is displayed in order to allow an accurate 

measurement. If it is not the case, press  button for about 3 seconds until it displays.  
 

1. Pull out the cord until you reach the 
desired length to measure your surface. 

2. Read the measurement displayed on 
the screen. 

3. Release the cord while carefully 
accompanying to ensure it rewinds 
properly inside. 
          

b) HOLD function 
 

1. In order to maintain the display of the measurement onto the screen after retracting the cord, 

press the  button as soon as the result displays an d before releasing the 
cord.   
"H" displays when HOLD function is activated.   

2. Press   again to deactivate it. H » disappears. Reset to zero. See the procedure 
below.   
Note : As the meter is very sensitive, the data corresponding to measurements previously 
taken or while  the cord is retracting may display. Just press CLEAR  to reset the meter.  

 
c) Reset to zero 

Press   before reuse the meter.  
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B. LASER MODE  
 

 

 After selecting the icon   , please make sure, before any measurement, that the          symbol          
, corresponding to the start mark of the measure,  is displayed in order to get an accurate 

measurement. If it is not the case, press  button for about 3 seconds until it displays.  
 
BEFORE USING THE LASER, PLEASE READ AND FOLLOW THE WARNINGS MENTIONED

1. Hold the digital meter upright to simulate a flat 
surface. . 

2. Put yourself in front of the object or surface to 
be measured in order to obtain the most 
accurate measurement as possible.  

3. Point the beam toward the opposite object or 
surface.  

4. Press button and adjust the 
pointer's height precisely.  

5. Press to reset to zero. 

Do not touch or block the 
roller during the 
measurement otherwise the 
result will not be correct ! 
 

 

   
 

C. ROLLER MODE  
 

1. Press and hold the   button while 
rolling the digital meter along the object or 
surface to be measured.  

2. Release the button after the  measurement and 
read the displayed result.  
 

NOTES: 
Pause/ resume measurement : Start measuring. Then 

hold down the button. Release it and press 
again until you have finished the measurement.  
 
Roll back and forth : If you have gone too far from the  
exact point to be measured, keep holding the  

button and roll the meter in the opposite 
direction. 

 

 

  

SAVING MEASUREMENTS 
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1. SAVE 
In any mode while the result displays, press and hold down the                 button for 3 seconds. "M 1" 
displays. 

Notes :  

- If data have already been recorded, M will be followed with the digit corresponding to the entry order 
of this value. 

- Once entered the memory mode, the inscription "M" or "M + digit" will remain displayed and you 
could always take your measurements and save them. 

- To remove this inscription, turn off and then turn on your meter. 

 

 

 

 

 

2. VIEWING THE DATA (Viewing history) 

1. Press the button to see your saved measurements. 

 

   

2. Press the button successively to scroll through all your saved measurements. 

Maximum number of savings: 8 - M1 to M8 

- Once the capacity of the memory is reached (8 entri es), the oldest value will be 
automatically erased and replaced with the new meas urement which will be saved.  

- If you turn off your meter, all data will be erased  when you turn it on again. 

        

 

3. DELETION 
Turn off the digital meter and turn it on again. All your saved data will be deleted and will no longer be 
displayed.
